The Ministry of Maritime Affairs and Insular Policy announces its intention to call for an electronic open competition of international participation, with award criterion the most economically advantageous tender offer based on best price-quality ratio, with sealed bids in euro for the selection of a contractor for the development of the National Integrated Maritime Surveillance System (NIMSS), with an estimated budget of sixty-two million Euros #62.000.000,00€# (VAT included).

· Type of CA :  The CA is a Ministry, it constitutes a “Central Government Authority” and belongs to the General Government, sub-domain of the Central Government
· Main activity of the C.A. : The main activity of the CA is public order, security and safety in the maritime domain and port areas as well as the support of the Shipping industry
· Code CPV : 35120000-1 “Surveillance and security systems and devices”
· Code NUTS for the main delivery place: EL (Greece)

· Short description of the public contract:

The main purpose of the development of NIMSS is the early Maritime Domain Awareness in the area of responsibility of the Hellenic Coast Guard (HCG), in real time and on a 24-hour basis.

The NIMSS will consist of:

a) 35 fixed-based sensors stations installed in military areas, which will include a radar, an AIS base station, a VHF transponder, a meteorological station and an electro-optical sensor in 26 of them,

b) 2 automobile sensor stations of equivalent performance installed on an off-road vehicle to fill operational gaps,

c) 1 main Command & Control Center with Data Center located within the HCG Headquarters,

d) 1 backup  Command & Control Center in the Naval Command of Aegean with a remote data center,

e) Development of radio links and 455 km of optical fiber for the interconnection of surveillance stations with both Command and Control Centers through the Armed Forces telecommunication network.

f) software integrating all sensors and systems

In addition, the Contractor will provide:

a) at least 6 years of operative warrantee,

b) a 24-hour technical support center,

c) staff training,
The interested economic operators may only submit tenders for the whole system under procurement, having the overall responsibility for its integration, with the possibility of setting up a consortium or subcontracting to third parties on their behalf.
· Estimated date of dispatch of the contract notice to the Publications Office of the European Union (POEU) : by 31/12/2018
· Time limit for the receipt of tenders : ninety (90) days from the date on which the contract notice will be sent electronically to the POEU.

· Tenders validity period : twelve (12) months, from the day following the date of the competition. The Contracting Authority may request an extension of the tenders validity, as referred to in Article 97 of Law 4412/2016 (Government Gazette A’ 147)

· Tenders language : Greek. Exceptionally the technical manuals, technical brochures, prospectus, photographs, trademarks, may be in English without an accompanying translation into Greek. In any case the Greek text is considered to be the main and prevails over any corresponding foreign text.

· Award criteria : The most economically advantageous tender according to the best price-quality ratio.

· Estimated time of delivery: thirty (30) months from the signature of the contract. 

· Funding : The contract will be co-financed at a rate of 75% from the Internal Security Fund - Borders and Visa, Specific Objective “Borders”, National Objective “EUROSUR”.

· Participating Conditions
In order to participate to the said procurement procedure, the interested economic operators are required to cumulatively fulfil the following conditions :

A. Registered office : Participation in the procurement procedure is allowed to natural or legal persons and, in the case of associations of economic operators, the members of which are established in :

a) a Member State of the E.U,

b) a Member State of the European Economic Area (EEA),

c) third countries that have signed and ratified the Government Procurement Agreement (GPA), to the extent that the contract to be concluded  is  covered by the  Annexes 1, 2, 4 and 5 and the general notes of relevant to the E.U. Appendix I of the GPA,

d) third countries not falling into the case described in point (c) that have concluded bilateral or multilateral agreements with the E.U. regarding public contracts procedures.

B. Facility Security Clearance Certification :
a) The tenderer must have a Facility Security Clearance Certificate issued in accordance with the applicable National Regulation on Industrial Security and maintain it valid until the end of the operative warrantee period. This obligation also applies to the members of the consortium and / or the subcontractors whether they will have access to classified information. 

b) Accordingly, the foreign economic operators may participate to the procedure if they hold an equivalent Facility Security Clearance Certificate issued by the competent National Security Authority of their country. certificate issued by the competent governmental security body of their country and provided that their registered office is located within one of the EU Member States or a country that has concluded a Security Agreement with Greece.
C. Not be subject to the exclusion grounds laid down in Article 73 of Law 4412/2016 (A’ 147)
D. Capacity to exert their professional activity : To exert a commercial, industrial or craft activity related to the subject of the procurement. In particular, 

a) The economic operators established in Greece are required to be registered in the relevant Chamber or in the Registry of Defense Material Manufacturers.

b) Suppliers established in an EU Member State must be registered in one of the professional or commercial registers kept in their country of establishment or to fulfil any other requirement set out in Annex XI of Appendix A’ of Law 4412/2016.

c) In the case of economic operators established in a Member State of the European Economic Area (EEA) or in third countries which have acceded to the GPA, or in third countries not falling into the precedent case that have concluded bilateral or multilateral agreements with the E.U. regarding public contracts procedures, they are required to be registered in the corresponding professional or commercial registers.

E. Economic and financial capacity : To have a proven average annual turnover over the last three years, equal to the net project budget of  #50,000,000.00€#. Therefore, they must submit the balance sheets of the last three (03) years.

F. Technical and professional capacity : To have proven capabilities, expertise and significant experience in the design, development, commissioning and integration of related projects, namely surveillance systems, which include at least installation of five (5) stations including radars and electro-optical sensors that operate in combination and are integrated through a software in an operation center. To this purpose, a list of the implemented projects must be submitted with the tender, which should include at least one such project over the last five years.

· Participation procedure:

The procurement procedure is regulated by Law 4412/2016 and will be implemented electronically through the National System for Electronic Public Contracts. Consequently, in order to participate to the call for competition, the interested economic operators are required :
a) to have an electronic signature or advanced electronic signature supported by an approved certificate issued by an accredited certification service provider included in the trusted list foreseen in Decision 2009/767/EC and in accordance with Regulation (EU) 910/2014 and the provisions of the Ministerial Decision 56902/215 "Technical details and operating procedures of the National System for Electronic Public Contracts" and
b) to register in the electronic system (Portal www.promitheus.gov.gr) following the registration procedure of article 5 of the aforementioned Ministerial Decision.

The application for participation, the tender (except the confidential data) and the relevant supporting documents will be submitted by the economic operators electronically via the aforementioned portal.
· Disposal of the technical specifications :
Given the nature of the information provided in the Technical Specifications, the corresponding document will not be posted on the Internet and will be available electronically only through the National System for Electronic Public Contracts, upon submission of a relevant request from the interested parties via the system.
Additionally, this document includes four (04) annexes classified as "SECRET" which may be handed over to the interested economic operators solely by hand from the Procurement Division of the Ministry of Maritime Affairs & Insular Policy (Akti Vassiliadi, Gate E1-E2, GR-18510, inside the Port of Piraeus), upon request through the National System for Electronic Public Contracts, provided that they sign the relevant Non-Disclosure Agreement (NDA) and they meet the facility security requirements in line with the provisions of the National Regulation on Industrial Security or the corresponding Facility Security Regulation of the competent National Security Authority of their country.

In order to collect the classified part of the technical specifications and sign the NDA, economic operators shall submit the following as regards the facility security clearance:
a) Greek economic operators : a copy attested by the issuing authority of the Facility Security Clearance Certificate, issued under the applicable National Regulation on Industrial Security, and the list of the economic operator’s personnel authorised to handle confidential material.

b) Foreign economic operators : authentication will be performed via the National Security Authorities of the countries concerned without submitting the certificate, provided that the operators submit a certificate of their security officer with their legal name, registered office and the data (name, surname, date and place of birth, nationality and home address) of the natural person authorised to handle confidential materials as well as with a transportation plan attached when needed.

It should be noted that the person signing the NDA must be the same person authorised to handle confidential material and - in addition to the above mentioned conditions - must appear in person at our premises if a natural person, or in the case of an economic operator which is a legal person from Greece or abroad, the legal representative(s) of the economic operator, namely the person(s) empowered to represent and bind the economic operator, must appear in person at the said address, and must also submit, in addition to the documents enumerated in the previous paragraph, the following legalising documentation :

A. If the participant is a Greek legal entity (such as a societe anonyme, limited liability company, general or limited partnership, private company, etc.): 
a) a certificate from the competent judicial or administrative authority (such as the General Commercial Registry) on the incorporation, amendments to the articles of association, and non-winding up of the company (depending on the company’s legal form), which must be issued at the latest 1 month prior to the date on which the NDA is signed.
b) a certificate from the competent judicial or administrative authority (such as the General Commercial Registry) clearly stating the representation of the legal person pursuant to the articles of association and any specific power of representation due to the delegation of powers - competences. 
c) representation documentation (such as minutes of the Management Board, minutes of the meeting of partners, authorisation from the administrator, authorisation from the legal representative who is entitled to delegate to another natural person and such power is based on the documents submitted) concerning the sign of the NDA by the specific natural person, who must be the same person referred to in the Facility Security Clearance Certificate. This authorisation must expressly indicate that the said person is authorised to sign the NDA.
B. Where the participant is an association or a consortium : 
a) All the supporting documents above must be submitted for each member of the association/consortium accordingly. 
b) The minutes containing a decision of the managing body of each partner approving the partnership with the other members of the association/consortium in order to sign the NDA by a specific natural person.
C. In case the participant is established abroad, the proof of representation must be issued in line with the applicable legislation in the country in which it is established. To confirm the legal regime applicable in foreign countries, participants must submit an affidavit before a notary public or other competent authority (if no affidavit is foreseen under the law of that country, a solemn declaration made before a competent judicial or administrative authority, notary public or competent professional or commercial organisation of the country in which the supplier is established) from the legal representative, indicating the legal regime applicable to the company and declaring the authorities which issue the relevant legalising documentation. Note that “legal regime” refers to the company’s legal form and its characteristics in that foreign legal system. More specifically, the affidavit must declare the conditions laid down by the law of the company’s seat on the acquisition of legal personality (e.g. whether a notarial deed is required and whether specific publicity requirements must be complied with in order to incorporate a company of the specific legal form, etc.), which body can represent the company (such as the Management Board, the administrator), whether the power of representation can be delegated to a third party and under what conditions (for example is a decision of the Board required which meets specific publicity requirements). Finally, the affidavit must declare the foreign authority which supervises companies of that specific legal form, and is responsible for issuing the relevant legalising documentation.
In any case, the Ministry of Maritime Affairs & Insular Policy is entitled to check whether the information declared is correct.
Foreign legal entities must also submit representation documentation (such as minutes of the Management Board, authorisation from the legal representative who is entitled to represent another natural person, and such power is based on the documents submitted) concerning the sign of the NDA by the specific natural person, who must be the same person referred to in the certificate from the security officer mentioned above. This authorisation must expressly indicate that the said person is authorised to sign the relevant NDA.

The documents submitted must be prepared in Greek or accompanied by an official translation into Greek. The Hague Convention of 5 October 1961, ratified in Greece by Law 1497/1984 (Government Gazette 188/A) applies to foreign public documents and supporting documentation. In all events, the Greek text is considered to be the main text and prevails over any corresponding foreign language text.

More specifically, all public documents for foreign economic operators submitted by persons participating in this process, must be duly attested. Translation of the aforementioned documents may be done by the translation service of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs or by the competent Consulate or by a lawyer in the sense of the Article 454 of Hellenic Code of Civil Procedure and Article 53 of Lawyer’s Code or by a sworn translator in the country of origin, if that service is available in that country.
Any public document or supporting documents relating to a foreign undertaking in the form of an attested photocopy may also be submitted where it is from a document lawfully attested by the competent consulate of the tenderer's country, or from an original document bearing an Apostille in accordance with the Hague Convention of 5 October 1961. Attestation must be done by a lawyer in the sense of the Article 454 of Hellenic Code of Civil Procedure and Article 53 of Lawyer’s Code.
D. In all other respects, the provisions of Article 1 of Law 4250/2014 on the acceptance of ordinary or attested copies shall apply. 
E. Generally speaking, in addition to the above documents, interested economic operators, irrespective of their legal form, must submit any other legalising documentation requested by way of clarification by the Ministry of Maritime Affairs & Insular Policy concerning their representation.
F. Economic operators who have submitted one or more documents required by this notice to the competent services of the Ministry, may where such documents remain in effect and their content and substance has not been modified, refrain from re-submitting them in this phase, and can merely submit an affidavit (or solemn declaration, depending on the law of the country they come from) expressly referring to the specific document, the time at which it was submitted and the reason for doing so, and that it has not changed and remains in effect at the time the NDA is signed.
· Specific arrangements for the submission of tenders :
The tender must be submitted through the National System for Electronic Public Contracts and therefore no references to the data provided in the classified confidential annexes should be made, but the suggested encoding of the installation points should be used instead.
However, the tender must include a study of coverage of the area of ​​interest by the proposed sensors, which shall be submitted separately in a closed envelope by hand to the Procurement Division and in no case via the National System for Electronic Public Contracts. The same applies to any other document or plan based on the data provided in the classified annexes.
